Brown bears, which the bear in this book is 

based on, are found throughout Eurasia and 

North America and are one of the largest of the 

order of carnivorous mammals. 
 
 

Despite being classified as carnivorous, bears 

mostly eat fresh growing shoots, grasses, berries, 

mushrooms, and fruits, that is the majority of their 

diet is plant based. They do supplement this with 

insects, fish, small rodents, and eggs. 
 
 

Bears do not normally attach humans, but they 

may lash out if they feel threatened. 
 
 

During the winter in cold places, bears in the wild 

do not get enough to eat. To cope with this they 

go to sleep for a very long time! This long sleep 

is called hibernation. They can sleep without 

eating, drinking, or even going to the bathroom 

for more than 100 days!
